However, as you are 
aware, the world was shaken by a particular virus, churches were forced to closed their doors 
and itinerant preachers were temporarily out of business.  

 

Never the less the training continued and we found ourselves right in the centre of the will of 
God, in the centre of a Covid 19 hotspot, in the most affected country in the world. Even a 
virus breakout amongst the Bootcamp students and staff at CfaN in the last few weeks didn’t 
stop us completing the course and graduating. Not to mention God provided for us in a 
surprising and extravagant way.

We were 
greeted at the Brisbane airport by police and army personnel and escorted to a new 5-star 
hotel in the centre of the city where we suffered a two-week quarantine in a King Suite (thank 
you Jesus). A perfect retreat while I was attending zoom planning meetings for evangelism 
strategies 5 nights a week and slowly sliding back into the Aussie time zone. 

 

So, as soon as the doors to the nations open again we will be heading to Africa, where I will 
be involved helping direct gospel crusades and empowering a stream of serious soul winning 
Graduate Evangelists to win a huge harvest of souls, working hand in hand with the largest 
combine harvester in the World.  

 

In the mean time we are continuing to embracing the season we are in, preaching in numerous 
churches here in Australia, stirring them to rise up in faith and power, and to reach the harvest 
that is in our own back yard.
