2018 General Talent Show Rules and Regulations 

*Please read the entire entry form before completing the application form. Please print or type all information requested. 

*Submission of entry form and requirements does not ensure acceptance. Polk County Fair Talent Show Contest Committee approval is required. Failure to follow the entry instructions is cause for disqualifying of the entry. 

Not Eligible to Enter: Employees and immediate family members of the Polk County Fair are ineligible to compete in the contest. 

Eligibility: Entries will be accepted in the following areas: comedy, magic, singing, playing an instrument and dance. A contestant may submit one application and can appear in only one act. 

Application Acceptance: Must include the requested materials or the application will not be accepted by the Talent Show Contest Committee. 

The following selection criteria will be considered: 

a. Degree of prior experience to the Polk County Fair audiences 

b. References 

c. Appropriateness to fair audiences 

d. Capability of production at this particular talent contest facility 

e. Originality and talent 

f. Amateur Status 

G. Selection: 

Entrants must observe all applicable rules and regulations or be barred from the talent contest. The Polk County Fair and its Talent Show Contest Committee reserve the right to remove from the talent contest, either prior to the contest, at the contest, or any time during the contest, any entrant not conforming to rules and regulations or any entrant refusing to follow instructions of security or talent contest officials. All entries must be approved by the Talent Show Contest Committee before performing on stage. 

Production Information 

The Polk County Fair Talent Show Contest Committee shall have sole authority in selecting acts in the contest, scheduling of those selected, and controlling stage sets, sound, lights, power and overall (master) volume. No modification to stage acts, instruments, sound, or lights is to be made by any attraction without the prior approval 

of the Talent Show Contest Stage Manager. Unauthorized modifications will result in a forfeiture of contestants opportunity to perform. All attractions will perform under stage lighting provided by Polk County Fair. If a contestant(s) has qualified for the talent contest and is unable to appear, then the act forfeits its opportunity to compete. Substitutions will not be allowed. The vacated time slot will be assigned to the first available talent on the alternate list as established by the Polk County Fair Talent Show Contest Committee.

5. One page biography with background information: include names and ages of all contestants, where they are from, previous contests and other information

Application form signed and made for entry in the Polk County Fair Talent Contest: in consideration of the acceptance of 

the application, the entry agrees to indemnify, hold harmless and defend against any actions against the Polk County Fair 

and other sponsors and their officers and their employees from and against all liabilities whatsoever arising out of its 

entrants participation in the Polk County Fair Talent Contest. 

How the contest works: 

All contestants should arrive 45 minutes before start of the show to check in. Please have your introduction 

sheet filled out. A meeting with the talent show coordinator will be 15 minutes before round begins. The 

ballots will be tallied and the winners in Youth will be announced on Friday and Adult on Saturday. 

*Polk County Fair Winners will report to the Talent Show Coordinator for information and instructions on the Oregon State Fair Talent Show Contest. 

*All prize money MUST be picked up the night of your performance in the Fair Office. No checks will be mailed. Any prize money not picked up the night of the performance will be forfeited.
The decision of the judges is final. 

Information 

Instruments/CD’s are the sole responsibility of the act. The Polk County Fair Talent Contest Committee assumes no 

liability for said equipment or responsibility for procurement of same. It is up to the contestant to have their music cued in 

the case of CD or tape accompaniment and assumes all responsibility for the quality of the sound accompaniment. NO 

CASSETTE ACCOMPANIMENTS CAN BE USED WITHOUT PRIOR PERMISSION OF TALENT SHOW 

MANAGER. 

Financial Responsibility: Expenses are the responsibility of the contestant(s) for transportation, meals or rooms. 

Pictures or Taping of Contest: The Polk County Fair Talent Contest may be taped or have pictures taken at the various performances. All acts give the Polk County Fair and all sponsors the right to use their pictures and photos in any way necessary to promote the contest in future years with no additional residuals or payment. 

Performance Information 

The Polk County Fair Talent Contest will follow the Oregon State Fair Talent Show Contest rules. The winner from each division will represent Polk County at the Oregon State Fair Talent Contest. 

Time limit is five minutes maximum which includes setup, tear down and performing.
